1. About Our Library Materials

Our library materials (e.g., books, magazines, CDs, DVDs, etc.) are public assets. Please take good
care of the items you borrow from our libraries. If you lose or damage any library materials, you will
be required to replace them with new ones. Library services are provided in accordance with the
Library Byelaws of Hirakata City. All services are available free of charge. We do not disclose

personal information to any third parties.

2. User Registration

To use the loan service, it is necessary to register with one of our libraries. Please fill out an
application form and present a form of identification that shows your name and current address (e.g.,
a residence card). Residents of Hirakata City can apply with such a document. In addition, those who
work or attend school in the city but do not live there are required to present both a form of
identification and a student or staff ID. You can also register online through our website. The library
card is valid for two years. When renewing it, please show your identification again. Your library

card can be used at all libraries within Hirakata City.



3. Borrowing and Returning Library Materials
Hirakata City provides library services at the Central Library, eight local libraries, six library

branches and two bookmobiles. You can borrow and return library materials at any library facility in
Hirakata City. When libraries are closed, please return borrowed items using “the book drop”. As for
audiovisual materials, you are requested to return that to the circulation desk of each library. Items
borrowed from libraries outside Hirakata City should be returned to the circulation desk of the

library where they were borrowed.

4. Loan Period

Material Type Loan Period Loan Quota
Books, magazines, comic books, etc. | 2 weeks Up to 15 items
CDs, DVDs, videos 1 week Up to 6 items

*Renewal of the Loan Period

You can renew books for an additional two weeks if the original loan period has not yet expired and
the items are not reserved by another user. Audiovisual materials are supposed to renewed only once
for one additional week. You can renewal items at the circulation desk, by phone, or on the Library’s

Online Service. (For details, see No.6.)
*Penalty for Overdue Items
If you keep any items for more than 60 days without renewal, you will not be allowed to borrow

another additional material.

5. Reserving Library Materials

If the materials are currently on loan, you can make reservations. In that case, please fill out a
Yoyaku/Rikuesuto Card (Reservation Card). You can reserve up to three items at the circulation desk

or by phone. And you can reserve up to fifteen items through our website.

6. The Library’s Online Service

You can search for library materials, make reservations, and renew your loans through the
Library’s Online Service. To use this service, please register your e-mail address and password in

advance. For more details, please scan the 2D code with your smartphone.

7. Library Services for People in the Kitakawachi Area

(Please note that the reservation service is not available for users from that area.)

Those who live, work, or attend school in one of six cities in the Kitakawachi Area (Moriguchi,
Kadoma, Neyagawa, Katano, Shijonawate, and Daito) are also eligible to register with our libraries.

Please fill out an application form and present a form of identification that shows your name and
current address (e.g., a residence card). In addition, those who work or attend school in the area but

do not live there are also required to present student or staff ID.



8. Other Services
(DPhotocopying: You can make one copy of library materials in accordance with the Copyright Law. It
costs 10 yen per sheet for a monochrome copy and 50 yen per sheet for a color copy. (Please note that

color printing services are not available at the Central Library and library branches.)

@8Services for Children: We hold various events for children, including storytelling sessions. For
further information about these events, please ask at the Children’s Services desk in the Central

Library.

@Services for Person with Disabilities: The libraries provide braille books, DAISY materials, and
in-person reading services. Home delivery services are also available for those who are unable to visit
the library. For further information, please contact the library staff for Accessible Reading Support

at the Central Library.

@Bookmobiles: Our bookmobiles, Hinagiku-go and Kawasemi-go, visit various locations every two

weeks.
